Chinese New Year
This week we are thinking about the special festival of Chinese New Year.  I have uploaded a video onto Tapestry of me reading a story and chatting about Chinese New Year. I have uploaded a PowerPoint for you to look at too!
Can you write a sentence or two to tell Whizzy something about Chinese New Year? 
(Encourage your child to be as independent as possible in their writing, writing the sounds they hear in each word - it may be phonetically correct but not necessarily spelt correctly!)

Phonics
Today our sound is er. I have put a video of this phonics session onto Tapestry. You will need to have your whiteboard and whiteboard pen handy!

Handwriting
Use your handwriting book to practise writing the letter w. (It’s a simple rhyme to say as your child forms the letter – “down up, down up!”) Can you think of any words beginning with w? 


Maths
This week in maths we are thinking about subtraction.  
For this game you will need your number cards in a randomly shuffled pile, your whiteboard and pen and some edible counters (raisins or chocolate buttons!). Take a number card and count out the correct amount of your edible counters to match. Instruct your child to take away/subtract some (they eat the correct amount!) How many do you have left? Then together write as a number sentence on your board. For example, I chose 10 and take away/subtract (eat!) 3 so I write 10-3=7.

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Turnip Cake

This recipe requires the use of a hot stove
and should be made with adult assistance
and supervision.

Ingredients

3 cups shredded daikon radish (You can use a food
processor or hand grater for shredding.)

several tablespoons vegetable or canola oil

2 tablespoons dried shrimp (optional)

I Chinese sausage (lap cheong), finely sliced

2 green onions, finely sliced

2 tablespoons cilantro, finely chopped

2 cups rice flour (DO NOT use glutinous rice flour.
It will make your dough gooey.)

| teaspoon salt

Y% teaspoon sugar

Y teaspoon ground white pepper

Note: Why are these daikon-radish cakes called turnip cakes?
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The Chinese name for this type of radish is lo bak, which means

white turnip.

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. Put the shredded daikon radish in a pot. Cover with water
AmcoE 3 cups) and bring to a boil. Reduce heat and let simmey
for 15 minutes or until tender.

While the radish is cooking, heat some oil in a small saucepan,
Add the shrimp, Chinese sausage, and green onions. Brown for
about 23 minutes. Turn off heat and add the cilantro

Drain the radish, but don’t throw away the water. Put the radish
in a large measuring cup and add the radish water to make 3 cups
Place in a large bowl. Add the rice flour, salt, sugar, and pepper. Mix
well. Add the Chinese-sausage mixture and stir. Pour into a squae
or rectangular baking dish. An 8" x 12" dish works well, but other

sizes are fine, as long as the batter is about % inch to | inch deep.

Put 3 cups of water in a large wok or deep roasting pan. Place
steaming rack in the water. (If you don’t have a steaming rack.
an overturned oven-safe plate or bow! will do.) Set the baking
dish on top of the rack, keeping it slightly above the water.

Bring the water to a boil. Reduce heat to medium, cover, and
steam for 30-35 minutes. Check water level during steamingand
add more water as needed to keep pan from drying out. OR-

turnip-cake batter has thickened to a Jell-O-like consistend):
remove it and let it cool.

Cut the turnip cake into squares. Heat some oil ina

Pan and fry the cake squares on both sides until they'r
and crunchy. Enjoy!
