Phonics

Handwriting
Use your handwriting book to practise writing the letter h. (You may find this rhyme handy to say as your child forms the letter – (think of a horse) “down the head to his hooves and over his back”). Can you think of any words beginning with h? 


Maths
This week in maths we are thinking about addition.  
For this game you will need two dice and your whiteboard and pen. Roll the two dice, add them together and write as a number sentence on your board. For example, I roll and 5 and a 3 so I write 5+3=8. 
You could add another layer to the game and have a sibling or a parent playing in turn to see who makes the biggest total after 5 rolls!
