Once Upon a Time
This week we are looking at our favourite stories. Today’s story is my favourite, “Worrysaurus” By Rachel Bright. I hope you enjoy it - have a look at the video of me reading this on Tapestry. 
I would love to hear about your favourite story. What is it called? What is it about? Will you write a sentence(s) telling me about your favourite book?
(Encourage your child to be as independent as possible in their writing, writing the sounds they hear in each word - it may be phonetically correct but not necessarily spelt correctly!)

Phonics
Today our sound is oo. I have put a video of this phonics session onto Tapestry. You will need to have your whiteboard and whiteboard pen handy!

Handwriting
Use your handwriting book to practise writing the letter y. (You may find this rhyme handy to say as your child forms the letter – (think of a yak) “down a horn, up a horn, under his head”). Can you think of any words beginning with y? 

Maths
This week in maths we are thinking about 2D shapes and describing these shapes. 
We would like ALL children to be able to name and describe a square, circle, rectangle and triangle. SOME children will also be able to name and describe a pentagon, hexagon, octagon and oval. 
 Look at the 2D shape game I have uploaded. See if you can guess what shape is hiding each time! The important question for today is “how do you know it is a square etc..?” We are looking for children to respond “It has four equal sides!” etc. It is worth noting that while a circle has no corners it does have one side that goes all the way around! 
Now, my challenge is can you create some 2D shapes using lolly sticks or string? Think about how many sides each one will need!
