Phonics
Today our sound is oa. Have a look at the video on Tapestry.
Can you say the sound? Can you write the sound? Can you say/write some words or sentences with the sound in?
Writing/Handwriting
Use your handwriting book to practise writing the letter t. Can you think of any words beginning with t?
Have a go at writing some sentences about something or someone makes you happy. Encourage your child to think of a sentence e.g., “I feel happy when I help others”. Then, say each word aloud, encouraging your child to write the sounds they hear (it may be phonetically correct but not necessarily spelt correctly!) Could you draw a picture to go with your writing?
(Why not start your own book with each piece of writing your child completes about the different stories in our Once Upon a Time topic!)
Maths
Have a look at the capacity sheet below.
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Reading
Choose a book from your home learning pack.

Optional Extra:
Can you go for a hunt in the garden or house and find something that makes you happy? Take a picture and send to me.
Can you draw or paint a picture of your family?

Play the memory game with a tray and 3 or 4 items, cover with a tea towel after your child has had a look at the items. Remove an item and uncover, see if your child knows what is missing.
Make cakes using cups to measure.
