Phonics

Writing/Handwriting
Use your handwriting book to practise writing the letter i. Can you think of any words beginning with i?
Have a go at writing some sentences about something or someone that is special to you. Encourage your child to think of a sentence e.g., “I have three dogs called Pippin, Boris and Rosie, they make me smile everyday”. Then, say each word aloud, encouraging your child to write the sounds they hear (it may be phonetically correct but not necessarily spelt correctly!) Could you draw a picture to go with your story?
(Why not start your own book with each piece of writing your child completes about the different stories in our Once Upon a Time topic!)
