Spellings: 
· Mrs Bradley’s groups: given out on Wednesdays and tested on the following Tuesday.
· Mrs Carter’s groups: given out on Fridays and spellings are tested the following Thursday.
· Practise saying them out loud, practice writing them out in a mixed-up order. No need to write them out in sentences. Spelling words will follow the spelling rules which need to be taught in each year group as well as the common exception words which need to be known.
P.E 
-  Friday afternoons (in the hall this term)
- It would be helpful if PE kit could be in school all week.
- Real PE – focusing on coordination of footwork and static balances
Forest School
· Monday afternoons with Mrs Edwards
· The children need to have waterproofs (waterproof trousers and coat or an all-in-one) to put over top of their school uniform and wellies for every Forest School session. If the weather is cold they will need hat, gloves and an extra jumper. If the weather is hot they are still required to have their arms and legs covered so a long sleeved T-Shirt to go with their school trousers and a sun hat. Wellies are always required!

Morning Tasks @ 8:30am 
· Important to be here as close to 8:30am as possible. A great time to consolidate some learning in Maths, Phonics, Grammar or to address some misconceptions from the previous day.
· Door will be closed and register taken at 8:40am
End of the day 3:10pm:
· Please let us know if somebody different will be collecting your child at the end of the day. We can’t let children go with someone else unless we have your permission.
Named belongings:
· Please can everything be clearly named, uniform, PE kit and also water bottles.


Waterproofs, wellies and spare change of clothes:
· A change of footwear (wellies or trainers) is needed if the children want to go on the field at break/lunchtime when it is wet. Please can the children have wellies/trainers in school as well as a waterproof coat. We try to go outside for break/lunchtimes whatever the weather.
· Please could your child have a spare change of clothes on their peg in the event of a toilet accident or an encounter with a particularly muddy puddle outside!
I cans and challenges:
· In every lesson there is a learning objective and 3 I can statements of differing challenge to follow in order to achieve the objective.
· I can statements are structured using blooms taxonomy ensuring a different level of challenge
· Focus is on ‘what we are learning’, not ‘what we are doing’.
· Children generally only complete 1 of the I can statements.
· Most of the time they are guided as to which I can statement to work on but sometimes they will have free choice.
· As a rule of thumb, Y1 will focus on I cans 1 and 2 with Y2 working on I cans 2 and 3.
· Maths and Literacy lessons – there will be a challenge for children to work on if they have finished. In R.E we have ‘Deepening our Learning’ questions.

· Great Fire of London – dance/drama workshop – date TBC (links made in Literacy and Art lessons)
· Science – Uses of everyday materials
· R.E – Is everybody special? 
Expectations for Writing in Y1 and Y2:
· Writing checklists for Y1 and Y2 are on the Oak Class webpage
· These are expectations for the end of the academic year.
· In order to be working at age related expectation (ARE) at the end of Y2, children need to be able to spell many of the common exception words correctly. 
Phonics Screening:
· For Year 1 it will take place in June.
SATs for Y2:
· They take place in the summer term. 
· 2 reading papers; 2 SPAG papers (1 spelling; 1 punctuation and grammar); 2 Maths papers (arithmetic and reasoning)
· Writing is a teacher assessed judgment
· Nothing to worry about!
Things to work on at home:
· Times tables (x2, x5, x10) Count in 2s, 5s and 10s but also say the whole multiplication facts in any order
· Spelling common exception words (those that don’t follow spelling rules and have to be learnt) for Year 1 and Year 2 (see the list on the Oak Class webpage)
· Y1 - fine motor skills – cutting out, sticking, threading beads onto string, using tweezers to pick things up, play finger football with cotton wool balls
· Year 2 – cursive handwriting, starting on the line
· Year 2 – encourage them to get into the habit of spotting and correcting their own mistakes
· Reading, reading, reading!
Reading:
· As often as possible but at least 3 times a week.
· Record pages read in the reading record book.
· Use the bookmarks for questioning prompts. (copies are on Oak Class page of website)
· Opportunities for the children to hear stories being read expands their vocabulary.
· When children need a new reading book, they need to put their book bag in the big plastic box in the cloakroom.
Parents Evening:
· They will be held during the final week of this term before the half-term holiday.
· Wednesday 19th and Thursday 20th October 2022
· Wednesday 19th and Thursday 20th April 2023
·

· Oak class will be performing a Nativity play at the end of next term. 
· Wednesday 14th December 1:30pm and Thursday 15th December 6:00pm
