12. Numerical patterns
 Nursery will be focussing on representing numerals to 4 (with numerals, five frames, objects, claps, dice etc!) and naming and finding common 2D shapes. 
Reception will be exploring the composition of numbers 5-10. They’ll be looking at two equal groups and connecting this to doubles. They’ll be sorting odd and even numbers according to their ‘shape’.

We will be looking at a wide range of vehicles from the past and present. We will be looking at maps and making our own maps. We will be looking at similarities and differences between life in different places.
