	Milestone 
Each topic includes a “Milestone Moment” that the children will experience, linked to our school values. This term we are focussing on the value of CREATIVITY, and we’ll be using our imaginations on our exciting visit to the Play Village on 20th May!

We will be focussing on the author Julia Donaldson and sharing lots of her stories including The Gruffalo, Room on the Broom, Zog, Detective Dog, The Snail and the Whale and Super worm. 

We’ll continue our daily phonics activities. Nursery will continue to develop their phonological awareness through focussing on letters and sounds: phoase one. Reception will continue their Read Write Inc sessions, reading and writing each day in their lesson.  Look at their reading diaries to find out more information! 

Reception will be writing their own sentences and stories.

Nursery will be playing with different shapes, objects of different lengths and heights, sequencing their days and familiar activities and using positional language! 
Reception will continue working on their fantastic knowledge of the composition of numbers to 10, knowing which numbers can be combined to make which totals. They will also begin to work with numbers to 20, thinking about how many more than 10 these numbers are… e.g. 13 is 10 and 3 more.

This term we will be thinking about differing skills and attributes of different people and developing positive attitudes towards these.  We will do this through looking at various characters in the books. 

We’ll continue to enjoy exploring the natural world around us, especially during our weekly Forest School sessions, where we will be caring for our planting beds.  We will be thinking about what plants need and enjoy caring for them.

We’ll be using our imaginations to create our own characters and stories through dance, music, role play and art. We’ll have the opportunity to perform on our class ‘stage’ (in our outside area!) if we’d like to! 

We will play imaginatively, taking on the role of working in a book shop and giving characters a voice through role play and small world play e.g. castle play.
We’ll be introducing “Tales Toolkit” to create our own stories (we’ll share more about this on Tapestry) and we will step into Axel Scheffler’s shoes to become an illustrator!
