12. Numerical patterns
Nursery will continue exploring numbers 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 looking at the composition of these numbers and comparing them. They will carefully count to match the correct amount, subitise and identify one more/less. They will also explore 2D shapes, naming them and finding them in the environment.

Reception will be exploring number bonds to 10, verbally counting to 20, recognising the pattern of the counting system, and recognising patterns within numbers e.g. odd and even.  They will learn doubles facts to 5 and continue to recognise and compare shapes.

We will be learning about Sir David Attenborough as our historical figure.

We will think about who in Apple Tree has pets and think about how we care for them.
