	Food chain

	A sequence of feeding relationships between organisms.

	producer
	Organisms that provides food for other organisms. Producers make their own food through the process of ‘photosynthesis’.

	consumer
	Animals that eat plants (producers).

	predator
	Animals that hunt and eat other animals.

	prey
	The animal that gets hunted and eaten by another animal.

	herbivore
	A consumer (animal) that only eats plants.

	carnivore,
	A consumer (animal) that only eats other animals.

	omnivore.
	An animal that eats both plants and meat (other animals).
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
