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A Message From Mr Jeffries

Dear Parents/Carers,

Yesterday | had the great pleasure of taking the first group of Willow children on their Magical Day Out at
Checkendon Equestrian Centre. This trip builds on the children’s work in school on the 5 Keys to Happiness
and Wellbeing (Move Outside, Be Curious, Look Inside, Share More, Be Kind) which we do through the
charity, Inside Out. The benefits and learning from the 5 keys were picked up in our recent Ofsted and

SIAMS reports and we know the impact this has for children in building up a resilience toolkit.

The children were wonderful ambassadors for the school and | felt incredibly proud sharing the experience
with them. In helping to understand our emotions, the children associated different types of feelings with
different weather. We were able to share our quote of the term, by Teddy Prior, which linked to this — ‘try to
be a rainbow in somebody else’s cloud’. This led us on to a discussion about our values which in turn led us

on to the children singing them our school song!

The highlight of the day was learning to ride and care for the horses which challenged the children at
different levels. For some children, the act of getting on a horse was a huge achievement in itself, and for

those more comfortable, trotting was their challenge!

Today, the Cool Climateers planted the first of their crops. We now have peas, beans and courgettes in the
ground and the team will plant potatoes next. We look forward to the kitchen being able to use these for

lunches in due course.
Next Friday we have our coronation event with families and community invited to the school from 1.30pm.

Plans for the school’s 50" anniversary on 30" June are now well underway. We are particularly interested in
hearing from you if you were a child at St Peter’s.
